This Week’s Reflection
The recent conflict between Israel and Hamas, has been described as the worst since 2014.
Who or what is responsible for the cycle of violence?
There are a number of opinions and arguments over this.
In the decades since it’s founding, however, a narrative that condemns Israel and American support for the Jewish state has 
become more and more powerful in our society.
The horrifying rise of anti-Semitism on campuses and colleges around the world is a direct result of this narrative.
To be clear: I am not defending everything that the State of Israel does or has done. I am also a strong advocate for a two-
state solution in which both Israel and the Palestinians have an autonomous homeland for their people.
If the Israelis were to lay down their guns, Israel would be destroyed tomorrow; if the Palestinians were to lay down their 
guns, there would be peace tomorrow, but not necessarily justice.
It is interesting that though the Jews comprise only 0.2 percent of the world’s population, they have been awarded 22 per-
cent of all Nobel Prizes between 1901 and 2020. 
Now to the biblical: The possession of the land was conditional to their behaviour and obedience to God (Deuteronomy 28)
As we know Israel failed their part of that covenant.
Without accepting Jesus, there will never be peace, not in the middle-east, nor anywhere else.
Paul’s prayer for the Jewish people; “My heart’s desire and prayer to God for them is that they may be saved” (Romans 10:1)
