This Week’s Reflection
I love the song, “In Christ Alone”. Whenever I hear it, I am always moved by the poignant melody and lyrics 
except for the line, “Till on that cross as Jesus died, the wrath of God was satisfied”. There was a time, when 
reading through the Old Testament that I fell into the black hole belief that God was not a loving God and that 
in fact He was a vengeful God, full of wrath. Then I got to the New Testament and stories of a loving Jesus so 
confused me. 

Looking back, I am remorseful that for a time I believed that God had to be propitiated by a blameless victim. I 
went on a journey, and I am thankful to say that prayerful searching took away the veil from my eyes so that I 
was finally able to see plainly what John 3:16 means when it says, “God so loved the world that He gave us His 
son” and not to understand it as “God was so angry with the world that He gave us His son”. These days am I 
still bothered with the song line about God’s wrath? Thankfully no, I am not, because I now understand that the 
wrath of God is against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men and not directed at me/mankind.
