  “We need the Holy Spirit in order to understand the truths for this time; but there is spiritual drought in 
the churches, and we have accustomed ourselves to be easily satisfied with our standing before God.”

   “If we are self-sufficient, and think that we may go on just as we please, and yet hope to come out on 
the right side finally, we shall find that we have made a terrible mistake.” E.G. White, Review and Herald, 
July 9, 1908.
   “We must be emptied of self. But this is not all that is required; for when we have renounced our idols, 
the vacuum must be supplied. If the heart is left desolate, and the vacuum not supplied, it will be in the 
condition of him whose house was ‘empty, swept, and garnished,’ but without a guest to occupy it. The 
evil spirit took unto himself seven other spirits more wicked than himself, and they entered in and dwelt 
there; and the last state of that man was worse than the first.”
   “As you empty the heart of self, you must accept the righteousness of Christ. Lay hold of it by faith; for 
you must have the mind and spirit of Christ, that you may work the works of Christ. If you open the door 
of the heart, Jesus will supply the vacuum by the gift of His Spirit, and then you can be a living preacher in 
your home, in the church, and in the world.” E.G. White, Review and Herald, Feb. 23, 1892.
