This Week’s Reflection
Each of us shall give account of himself to God. Romans 14:12

God has given to “every man his work.” He has not left the spiritual interests of the church wholly in the hands of the minister. It is not for 
the good of the minister, nor for the good of the individual members of the church, that the minister should undertake exclusive charge 
of the Lord&#39;s heritage. Each member of the church has a part to act in order that the body may be preserved in a healthful condition. 
We are all members of the same body, and each member must act a part for the benefit of all the others. All members have not the same 
office. As the members of our natural body are directed by the head, so as members of the spiritual body we should submit ourselves to 
the direction of Christ, the living head of the church....

The minister and the church members are to unite as one person in laboring for the upbuilding and prosperity of the church. Every one 
who is a true soldier in the army of the Lord will be an earnest, sincere, efficient worker, laboring to advance the interests of Christ’s king-
dom....

The burden of church work should be distributed among its individual members, so that each one may become an intelligent laborer for 
God. There is altogether too much unused force in our churches.... Many have willing hands and hearts, but they are discouraged from 
putting their energies into the work.... The wisdom to adapt ourselves to peculiar situations, the strength to act in time of emergency, are 
acquired by putting to use the talents the Lord has given us and by gaining an experience through personal work.—
The Review and Herald, July 9, 1895.
